        7    Motion to amend the By-Laws 

-We had a long discussion regarding the eligibility of voting members, defining which matters are to be voted on at the AGM, and by whom

-The Motion was reviewed in detail to understand the potential benefits (i.e., representation, voting equity) and concerns regarding the interpretation of the current motion and By-Laws

-Most of those in attendance agreed to the suggested motion in principal:

· to add one extra vote to Zone 4 and 5 as these zones are the biggest zones with the most clubs, strictly for purposes of representation at BCRSGF Board Meetings.
Motion: To accept the Motion in principal to increase Zone 4 and 5 from two votes to three, however the criteria needs further review (by BCRSGF Board of Directors and an independent lawyer) before being filed with the BC Society

For clarification around voting eligibility and interpretation of the current By-Laws (May, 2014):

-By-Law 2 (Zone Association)

c) Each Zone Association will elect two directors.

-By-Law 3 (Membership)

i) A members shall be entitled to attend any general meeting of the federation and take part in discussion thereat but shall not be entitled to vote, or to move or second any motion unless the member is a voting member and is a member in good standing in accordance with these By-laws. There may be more non-voting members than voting members.

i) The class of voting members is defined as any individual 18 years of age or older.




ii) The class of non-voting members is any individual younger than 18 years 

***language is needed to define:

· Voting member – a Director of the Board i.e., Member At Large Representative or member of the executive office
· Non-Voting member – i.e., anyone who attends the AGM or general meeting but is not on the Board of Directors

-By-Law 14 (Special Resolutions including Resolutions to Amend the Constitution and By-Laws)

a) Notwithstanding Bylaw 4 (g), any special resolution including amendments to the Constitution and By-Laws shall be passed in a general meeting by not less than 75% majority vote of the voting members (age 18 or older) of the Society present at any Special or General Meeting.

*** Society’s Act has recently been updated therefore confirmation is needed regarding minimum number of votes to amend the Constitution and By-laws is now two thirds
