6.8.1 Small income from BC Provincials and Nationals (~$11,000); anticipating Gaming Grant for 2022/23 season; BCRSGF registered a loss for this year but is in a good place financially

6.11 RG Chair Report – delivered by Julie
6.11.1 Island RG and West Coast RF will attend Canadian Gymnaestrada in Edmonton at the end of June; Marta (Zone 6) is one of 2 adjudicators for this national event

6.11.2 Next season, teams will continue their preparations for World Gymnaestrada in Amsterdam, NL in Aug 2023

6.12 CDC Chair Report – delivered by Alla
6.12.1 Elite Canada 2022 was hosted online

6.12.2 BC Provincials (April and June), Westerns and Nationals were attended in-person

6.12.3 Alla will step down as CDC Chair at the end of this season but will continue to help Sashka with hosting events next year (2022/23); Alla accepted a small payment for assisting with Nationals 2022
6.12.3.1 Adrienne recommended that this position (Event Hosting) be made as a motion with standardized payment (per event) and expectations – to be done prior to first event of 2023

6.12.4 Adrienne cautioned that someone with technical expertise needs to take on CDC Chair to maintain the high quality and rigorous standards of the BC Development Program (as evidenced by the number of BC gymnasts who attended Provincials and Westerns as well as ranking of BC gymnasts at Nationals)

7.1 Diana suggested that BCRSGF host a production (possibly in Nov/Dec) to showcase BC athletes and to raise funds

9.0 Program Coordinator Report
9.1 2022-23 Funding
9.1.1 $72,000 from ViaSport has been approved and $32,000 from Gaming TBC (application in process)
9.1.2 BCRSGF to host Elite Canada 2023 and Sashka needs support/volunteer efforts of the clubs (especially with set-up and clean-up/tear-down); Diana suggested that BCRSGF hire a moving company for tear-down as registering a profit from competitions is less important than maintaining the health and safety of BCRSGF staff/volunteers; Sashka clarified that she needs volunteers specifically to help with catering and clean-up (both of which can be contracted out if needed); Curtis agreed that a moving company is a good idea and cautioned that BCRSGF could be held liable if parent volunteers injured themselves while helping with heavy lifting at events (as these volunteers are not registered members of the Federation and are therefore not covered by BCRSGF’s insurance)
9.2 Membership fee’s structure
9.2.1 No proposed changes for 2022/23; participants who pays $25 for registration fees are subsidized by BCRSGF to help keep this cost low
